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                 fMRI VOLUNTEERS

Thank you for volunteering to take part in an fMRI study for the University of Glasgow. The MRI scanner is a very powerful magnet, and it may not be possible for some people to be scanned. Before subjects are booked for fMRI, it is important to establish if there are any contraindications to MRI (to prevent wasting scanner/your time). Also, the MRI scanner has a diameter of only 60cms and may not be suitable for some people. Please read the following list carefully, or we may not be able to scan you on your appointment. 
Avoid use and wearing of the following when participating;

NO eye make-up (eye shadow / mascara/ eyeliner)


-
NO hair products (hairspray / gel / mousse)

NO skin moisturisers or fake tanning products

Do you have any of the following?
-    Cardiac pacemaker/defibrillator

·  Aneurysm clip (metal clip on a blood vessel).
·  Stent/Coil/Filter in a blood vessel

·  VP shunt (in brain)
·  Cochlear (ear) implant/Stapes replacement (or any ear op other than grommets)
·  Neurostimulator or Spinal Fusion Stimulator implant
·  Drug dispensing implant (e.g. insulin pump)
·  History of metal injury to eye, even if metal removed
·  Metal in body from wound/injury 

·  Body Piercing which cannot be removed

·  Red or solid black coloured tattoo above elbow level
·  Coloured contact lenses (must be removed for scan) non-coloured are okay.
·  Possibility of being Pregnant

·  IUD (Contraceptive implant, eg Copper Coil/Diaphragm)
·  Any other implant
·  Claustrophobia
·  Dental Braces
You will be given cotton trousers and sweatshirt to wear, to ensure all metal is removed from your person before scanning. 
At the time of the scan, volunteers must consent to your data being entered into an open database for example at the later date of publication (see Open Brain consent form). Your data will be anonymised for this.
It is essential that every volunteer is registered with a General Practitioner.
